Welcome!  Thank you for participating in our qualifying tournament for the Daily Racing Form/NTRA National Handicapping Championship.  This tournament has been designed to be the ultimate qualifying experience for horseplayers attempting to gain a berth in the National Championship Contest in Las Vegas.  

The Stampede Park Qualifying Round has been designed to mirror  competition in the National Championship to prepare players for the intensity of that event and encourage success at that level.  The format has been designed to be simple, it is important that you familiarize yourself with the rules and regulations. What you don’t know CAN hurt you and may lead to disqualification. We don’t want you to be disqualified over an avoidable mistake. So, please read these rules carefully. If you have a question or are uncertain about one of the rules, please consult a Tournament Official. GOOD LUCK!

PRIZES

Prize Pool
The prize pool will consist of 75% of the total entry fees received from tournament players.  The tournament will be limited to 200 players with the entry fee set at $125.00 per player for a total possible prize pool of $18,750*.  The remaining 25% of entry fees will be used to defer costs associated with the tournament.

1st place Grand Prize:
Approximately 60% of the total prize pool ($11,250 if max. entries received) all expenses paid trip to play in the Daily Racing Form National Handicapping Championship in Las Vegas including airfare and accommodations for one person.

2nd – 3rd
Approximately 20% of the total prize pool ($3750 if max. entries received) all expenses paid trip to play in the Daily Racing Form National Handicapping Championship in Las Vegas including airfare and accommodations for one.

4th – 10th 
Approximately 15% of the total prize pool ($2800 if max. entries received)


Day one leader
Approximately 5% of the total prize pool ($900 if max. entries received)

In the event of a tie, the prize for the higher placing will be awarded to the contestant with the greater number of winners for the day.  In the further event of a tie, the player with the greater number of winners in the mandatory races will be awarded the placing.

PLACEMENT OF WAGERS

Please read this section carefully.  Failure to abide by any and all contest rules may result in disqualification.

All players are responsible for ensuring each wager is placed correctly.

Each participant must place all wagers personally.  No person shall directly or indirectly act as an intermediary, transmitter, or agent in placing wagers for the participant, unless authorized by tournament officials.

In order to avoid being shutout, it is strongly recommended that all wagers on a contest race be placed by five (5) minutes to post.  The participant is responsible for ensuring that a contest wager has been accepted, regardless of the circumstances.  No points shall be credited for any wager that has not been accepted into the computer system. 

WAGERING PROCEDURE

Each Participant must place a mythical $2 win and $2 place wager on 30 different races (15 races per day).  A total of twenty races will be mandatory plays, which will consist of five Stampede Park races each day at the discretion of the contestant and five races each day at the discretion of the contest judges.  The remaining ten races (five each day) will be left to the discretion of the contestants. Tentatively scheduled race cards include:  Stampede Park, Woodbine, Belmont, Churchill Downs, Hastings Park and Hollywood Park.  Participants may select only one horse per race. Official program numbers must be used when placing all wagers.

Championship wagers are limited to WIN and PLACE only. There is a CAP placed on ALL PAYOFFS. The WIN cap is 20/1($42). The PLACE cap is 10/1($22).
All eligible tracks are subject to change.

Entries and fields are considered a single wagering interest, in accordance with the regulations of the host racetrack.

TRACK RULINGS OFFICIAL - All official racetrack rulings will apply to the horses wagered on in the Championship. 

There will be NO specifying alternates. If a participant’s selected entry is scratched prior to post time, the participant is permitted to go back to the mutuel window and make another wager on the race, time permitting. Or, if the participant wishes, he or she may wager the money on another race, subject to all other rules.

Should a scratch occur in a MANDATORY race, it is the participant’s responsibility to change his or her selection prior to the race. If this is not possible, the participant shall be assigned the post time betting favorite. Should no wager on ANY horse be made in a MANDATORY race, the participant will receive zero (0) points for that race.

If a MANDATORY race is canceled for any reason, an alternate race will be selected by Tournament Officials.  It is the participant’s responsibility to be aware of any changes.

POINT TABULATION

The individual winner will be determined by the highest bankroll from all $2 win and place bets at the end of the two days of tournament play (30 races total).   

All winners will be unofficial, pending the verification that all wagers were made in accordance with contest rules.

RESULTS

The unofficial individual standings, including the names of the participants and their total bankroll will be posted periodically during each day and at the conclusion of the tournament.

CONTEST JUDGES

Each Participant agrees to abide by all published tournament rules and regulations. In the event of a dispute, Tournament Judges will render a decision in their sole discretion.  All players abide by, and agree, that the decision of the Tournament Judges is final. The Tournament Judges have the right to disqualify any participant who has violated any of the rules and regulations. 

Stampede Park reserves the right to add, delete, amend, or change any portion of the Tournament rules and regulations. Stampede Park also reserves the right to cancel the Tournament for any reason.  No discussion or correspondence will be entered into concerning the contest or the decisions of the Judges.

ENTRY DEADLINE

Please register your intent to participate at the Information Centre in the Gift Horse on the main floor of the grandstand or with Patti Hunt by phoning (403) 261-0253.  Registration will be limited to the first 200 paid entries received at the Gift Horse prior to 9:00 pm on Friday, May 26, 2006.  If less than 200 entries are received by this time, entries will be accepted up to 8:00 pm, on Friday, June 2, 2006 -  NO ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER THIS TIME.

STAMPEDE PARK QUALIFYING TOURNAMENT OFFICIAL RULES

1. Players must be at least 21 years of age to participate in the Stampede Park qualifying tournament of the Daily Racing Form/NTRA National Handicapping Championship

2. Players must place all wagers personally.  No person shall directly or indirectly act as an intermediary transmitter or agent in placing wagers for the player, unless authorized by the tournament judges for good reason shown.

3. The following are ineligible to participate in the Stampede Park Qualifying Tournament for the Daily Racing Form/NTRA National Handicapping Championship; employees, agents and officers of the National Thoroughbred Racing Association, Daily Racing Form, Horse Racing Alberta and the their family members and employees, agents and officers of the Calgary Exhibition & Stampede.

4. HRA licensed horsemen (owners, trainers, grooms, and hotwalkers) are eligible to compete under the following conditions; 1) Horsemen must identify themselves prior to the commencement of the contest as being an HRA licensed horsemen; 2) Horsemen must identify any and all interests (monetarily or through employment) in horse(s) scheduled to compete in races included in the contest; 3) Horsemen with interests in horse(s) scheduled to compete may not use those races as contest wagering races.

5. Stampede Park will send a team of three qualifiers to the Championship.  The three qualifiers must be in attendance at the National Championship on each day of the event.  If one of the top three finishers cannot attend, the next highest placing qualifier will earn a place.  Depending on a particular situation, Stampede Park in cooperation with the NTRA may assign an alternate qualifier.  Players agree to abide by these determinations.

6. All participants must be checked in with a Stampede Park contest officials by 11:00 a.m. on Saturday, June 3 and Sunday June 4, 2006 to be eligible.  Contestants must present current photo identification.

Gates open at 9:00 a.m. Contestants can check-in between 9 a.m. – 10 a.m. at the  Top-of-the-Stretch, Clubhouse – Level four north. All contestants must be checked-in with a tournament official by 11:00 a.m. Sunday, June 4th.  Failure to check-in by this time may result in disqualification.

All contestants must report to the contest location in The Top-of-the Stretch, Clubhouse – Level four north between 9:00 a.m. and 11:00 a.m. on Saturday, June 3 and Sunday June 4th.  Depending on the number of entries received for the tournament, players may have assigned seats for each day of the tournament.  Throughout the tournament, soft beverages and snacks will be available to all players.  There will also be a lunch buffet at 1:00 p.m.
